RECYCLING

Why recycle?  It makes sense!  A greener earth and cleaner air are two sound reasons to recycle.  For example –
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1 ton of recycled paper saves 17 trees

· 10 pounds of recycled plastic bottles save the energy equivalent to 200 gallons of gasoline.

· 1 aluminum can, can save enough energy to light a 100-watt bulb for 3.5 hours.

· 1 ton of recycled glass saves the energy equivalent of 10 gallons gasoline.

PICKUP EVERY OTHER WEEK:  (see calendar)
The co-mingled system for recycling requires items placed in recycle bin or a container of your choice at end of driveway or at curbside before 7:00 a.m.
PLASTIC-blue week
[image: image2.wmf]Numbers 1 & 2.  Remove and discard caps.  Rinse containers and place in clear bag or bin.  No motor oil containers, toys, plastic wrap, etc.

TIN CANS-blue week
Rinse thoroghly.  Place in clear bag or bin.

ALUMINUM CANS-blue week
Cans Only.  Place in clear bags or bin. Also the Rhinelander Animal Shelter needs aluminum cans to fund its Spay/Neuter program.  Place cans in plastic bag and set in or by the can dumpster at the Shelter (located at 1852 North Stevens Street).

GLASS-blue week
Clear, brown, green and blue.  Remove and discard caps.  Rinse thoroughly and place in clear bag or bin.  No light bulbs, dishes, etc.

_____All the above items can be bagged or placed in bin together!___
PICKUP EVERY OTHER WEEK:  (see calendar)
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Newspaper, magazines, catalogs, paper grocery bags, cereal boxes, soda cartons.  Flatten and place in bin or bundle together or it may be bagged.

No wax paper or contaminated food paper (i.e., pizza boxes).  Paper must be clean.  No paper plates, towels, tissue, etc.  

CORRUGATED CARDBOARD-yellow week
Break down boxes and bundle with string or place in bin & it could be bagged.  Size must be no larger than 2’X2’.  Wax-coated cardboard is not recyclable.  Recycle only clean cardboard. 
The above Paper and Cardboard items can be bagged or bundled together or placed in bin!
REMINDER:  MAKE SURE ITEMS ARE ROAD SIDE BY 7AM!
Every one must recycle – It’s the law
Failure to recycle will result in citations and loss of garbage service.
Town of Pine lake pick up only accepts general household trash and recyclables.
