 PLASTIC

                                       No motor oil containers, toys, plastic wrap, etc.

TIN CANS

Rinse thoroughly.  Place in bin.

ALUMINUM CANS

Cans Only.  Place in bin.  The Rhinelander Animal Shelter needs aluminum cans to fund its Spay/Neuter program.  Place cans in plastic bag and set in or by the can dumpster at the Shelter (located at 1852 North Stevens Street).

GLASS

Clear, brown, green and blue.  Remove and discard caps.  Rinse thoroughly and place in bin.

No light bulbs, dishes, etc.

THE FOLLOWING ITEMS CAN BE BAGGED OR BUNDLED TOGETHER AND PLACED ALONG SIDE OF OR ON TOP OF BIN, DO NOT MIX CARDBOARD/PAPER ITEMS LOOSE WITH OTHER RECYCLABLES IN YOUR BIN:
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PAPER

Newspaper, magazines, catalogs, paper grocery bags, cereal boxes, soda cartons.  Flatten and place in bags or bundle together.

No wax paper or contaminated food paper (i.e., pizza boxes).  Paper must be clean.  No paper plates, towels, tissue, etc.  

CORRUGATED CARDBOARD

Break down boxes and bundle with string or place in
              bags.  Size must be no larger than 2’X2’.
              Wax-coated cardboard is not recyclable.  Recycle only
                      clean cardboard. 

REMEMBER TO HAVE YOUR TRASH AND RECYCLING OUT ON YOUR PICK UP DAY BY 7:00AM.

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Garbage and Recycling Information


The City of Rhinelander has a volume based garbage system with the City providing a 35 gallon cart and recycle bin to all single, duplex and tri-plex dwellings. (Extra containers at Single, Duplex and Tri-plex dwellings will be paid at full rates. Property owner determines size and number of containers.)





Northern Waste will provide larger or extra carts for a fee that will be charged directly to property owner or tenant.


Upsize Rate 65-gallon - $4.76 per month


Upsize Rate 95 gallon - $9.23 per month


Full Rate 35-gallon cart –$6.43 per month


Full Rate 65-gallon cart – $11.17 per month


Full Rate 95-gallon cart – $15.64 per month





Carts can only be exchanged for a different size or for stickers in December or any time a resident moves to a new location.  City residents receive a recycling bin free of charge.


Carts must be placed on the curbside no sooner than 12 hours before your scheduled pickup day.  Place recyclables in recycle bin and place on curbside near garbage cart for pickup.  Make sure to place curbside on your pick up day by 7am.


All homeowners and renters must leave garbage container and recycle bin at their present location if they decide to move.  Do not take containers with you. – Call Northern Waste Inc. for information.





If you have more garbage than your container can hold, you can purchase a sticker for $1.25 that is placed on a plastic bag with a maximum capacity of 35 gallons and weighing no more than 40 pounds.  (One sticker per bag)


Locations to purchase stickers: Trigs Food and Drugs, Wal-Mart, Menards and Northern Waste Rhinelander Transfer.





City’s Spring and Fall brush & leaf pickup.  


Place brush neatly “stick side out” toward street; do not bundle.  Place leaves in clear plastic bags.  Dates will be published in local newspaper in the months of April and October.  (City of Rhinelander does this pick up)





Illegal Dumping


The penalty for dumping trash, garbage or debris is $500 for the first offense and $1000 for each subsequent offense.  Contact the Department of Public Works to report violations.  A $100 reward is offered for each conviction.
